Because of the existence of the United Nations, for the first time in history, peaceful na-
tions have joined togather to check aggression by the force of arms, a precedent which Ethiopia regards as having 
profound significance.”

But neither the depth of that failure nor the intervening catastrophes could dull the perception of the need and the 
search for peace through Collective Security. SO it is that here in the United Nations we have dedicated ourselves 
anew to those high and indeed essential ideals, essential if the world is to continue on the path of peace.”  

November 2, 1958 
 
“As We have stated time and time again, We are firmly persuaded that the path to guaranteeing the peace of the 
world lies in supporting the principle of Collective Security and the United Nations Charter, combined with a pro-
gressive reduction of the armaments which are being built up throughout the world. The billions of dollars which are 
now wasted on this fruitless effort could with great benefit be diverted into the constructive channels of aid for the 
economic growth of under-developed countries.”

“ It is today the duty of each state which is dedicated to the cause of peace to be prepared to fulfill its commitments 
to the United Nations in defense of the principle of Collective Security and to stand ready at all times to discharge 
these obligations.”

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Organic Farming and Neem Chemistry of Neem for organic farming  

The Neem Tree (Azadirachta indica A. juss) and its de-
rivatives have great relevance in organic farming prac-
tices. This remarkable tree has been identified as a re-
newable resource for home grown agro-chemicals and  
nutrients which are bio - degradable, non-toxic and ef-
fective.  
 
 Long before synthetic chemicals and commercial in-
secticides and fertilizers were available, Neem deriva-
tives were used in Indian villages  to protect and nour-
ish crops. Scientific research has shown that Neem ex-
tracts can influence nearly 400 species of insects.  
 
It is significant that some of these pests are resistant to 
pesticides, or are inherently difficult to control with 
conventional pesticides. (floral thrips, diamond back 
moth and several leaf miners). Most Neem products be-
long to the category of medium to broad spectrum pesti-
cides, i.e., they are effective over a wide range of pests.  
 
Using neem derivatives for managing pests is a non-
violent approach to controlling pests. Neem products 
work by intervening at several stages of the insect©s life. 
They may not kill the pest instantaneously but incapaci-
tate it in several ways. Neem very subtly employs ef-
fects such as repellence, feeding and ovipositional de-
terrence, growth inhibition, mating disruption, chemo-
sterilization, etc. These are now considered far more 
desirable than a quick knock-down in integrated pest 
management  programs as they reduce the risk of ex-
posing pests© natural enemies to poisoned food or star-
vation.  
 
The action of Neem products fulfills all priorities 
among environmental objectives. This unique tree is 
perhaps the most significant example of  how nature 
can combine diverse functions i.e., the action of de-
oiled Neem  cake as a pesticide cum fertilizer.  

Chemistry of Neem for Organic Farming  
Neem plants, as do all other plants, contain several thou-
sands of  
chemicals. Of special interest are terpenoids that are 
unique to Neem and some related members of this family. 
More than a hundred terpenoids are known from different 
parts of the Neem plant. Of its biological constituents, the 
most active and well studied compound is Azadirachtin.  
 
However in most traditional preparations of Neem as pes-
ticide or medicine, a mixture of Neem chemicals are pre-
sent and provide the active principles.  
  
Several different kinds of azadirachtin (A-K) have been 
isolated, the most abundant of which is Azadirachtin-A.  
The Neem terpenoids are present in almost all parts of the 
plant, in the  living tissues. Recently, the site of synthesis 
and accumulation of Neem chemicals has been identified 
as secretory cells. Secretory cells are most abundant in the 
seed kernels.  
 
For Protecting Crops  
  
Neem is quite effective against army worm, one of the 
most devastating  pests of food crops in the western hemi-
sphere. Azadirachtin in extremely  low concentrations - a 
mere 10 mg per hectare - inhibits the pests.  
 Neem extract is useful against leaf - miner, a serious pest 
in parts of  North America. Neem seed extract works as 
well as available commercial  synthetic pesticides. It has 
been approved by the US environmental  protection 
agency for use on Leaf Miners. Neem is extremely useful 
as an anti-feedant and ovi-positional repellent for protec-
tion of crops like tobacco, groundnut, cotton and sweet 
potato  from the damages caused by tobacco caterpillar or 
tobacco cutworm, a serious polyphagous pest of several 
crops in India.  
 
Experiments have shown that neem is also effective 
against fruit flies. Med fly, one of the most damaging hor-
ticulture pests, 
can be controlled by spraying Neem solution under fruit 
trees. Neem has an advantage over the currently used pes-
ticides. Whereas conventional pesticides kill fruit  flies as 
well as thrips, internal parasites, Neem products on the 
other hand leave the biological-control organisms unaf-
fected; they only kill fruit flies. This reduces, in fact, 
eliminates adverse, unintended effects.  
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Organic Farming and Neem Chemistry of Neem for organic farming  

De-oiled Neem cake ( the residual remaining after the oil 
has been pressed out of the seeds) and Neem oil are quite 
effective against rice pests.  
 
Five applications of a 25% oil emulsion sprayed with an 
ultra low-volume applicator can protect rice crops against 
brown plant hoppers. Neem products greatly reduce the 
tungo virus transmission efficiency of green  leaf hopper 
in rice.  
 
For Protecting Stored Crops  
 
One of the traditional uses of Neem in Asia has been for 
controlling pests of stored products. Farmers usually mix 
Neem leaves with grain before keeping it in storage for 
several months. Neem leaves, oil or extracts act as repel-
lent against several insects such as weevils, flour beetles,  
bean-seed beetles and potato moths. Treatment of jute 
sack by Neem oil or  azadirachtin-rich-products prevents 
the penetration of pests like weevils and flour beetles. 
Neem oil destroys bean-seed beetles (bruchids) - a variety 
of insects mostly attacking legumes - at the egg-stage it-
self. A mixture of Neem leaves and clay and cow-dung 
develops pest resistant property so it can be used to make 
bins for storage of grain.  
 
Preparation of Neem products for Organic Farming  
 
Neem is attracting world wide attention in recent decades 
mainly due to its bioactive ingredients that find increasing 
use in modern crop and grain protection. Described here 
are some easy methods by which the Neem extracts can 
be prepared by the farmer himself: Neem Kernel extract 
50g of Neem kernel is required for use in 1 litre of water. 
The Neem  
kernel is pounded gently. It should be pounded in such a 
way that no oil  comes out. The outer coat is removed be-
fore pounding, this is used as a manure. If pounded with 
seed coat 1 ½ times (75g) seeds is required. The seeds 
that are used for preparation of Neem kernel extract 
should be at least 3 months old and should not be used 

  after 8-10 months. Before 3  months or after 8 months, 
the azadirachtin quantity is quite low in the  seed and 
hence it cannot efficiently be used for pest control. The 
pounded Neem kernel powder is gathered in a muslin 
pouch and this is soaked overnight in the water. The 
pouch is squeezed and the extract is  filtered. To the fil-
trate, an emulsifier like teepol, sandovit, soap oil  or soap 
cake powder is added. One ml of emulsifier is added to 
one litre of water. The emulsifier helps the extract to 
stick well to the leaf  surface.  
 
Neem Leaf extract  
 
For 5 litres of water, 1 kg of green neem leaf is required. 
Since the  quantity of leaves required for preparation of 
this extract is quite high (nearly 80 kg are required for 1 
hectare) this can be used for nursery and kitchen gar-
dens. The leaves are soaked overnight in water. The next 
day the leaves are grounds and the extract is filtered. The 
extract is beneficial against leaf eating caterpillars, 
grubs, locusts and grasshoppers. To the extract, emulsi-
fier is added as mentioned in kernel extract.  
 
Neem Cake extract  
 
100 gms of Neem cake is required for 1 litre of water. 
The Neem cake is  put in a muslin pouch and soaked in 
water. It is soaked overnight before  use in the morning. 
It is then filtered and emulsifier is added -1-ml for 1-litre 
of water. It can then be used for spraying.  
 
 
 Neem Oil Spray  
30 ml Neem oil is added to 1 litre of water and stirred 
well. To this  emulsifier is added (1ml/1litre). It is very 
essential to add the  emulsifier and mix properly. This 
should be used immediately before the  oil droplets start 
floating. A knapsack sprayer is better for Neem oil  
spraying in preference to a hand sprayer.

Neem  

Spraying should be undertaken in the morning or late in 
the evening. During hot conditions the frequency of spray-
ing should be more. In winter spraying once in 10 days and 
in rainy season, every day spraying is recommended.  
 
Insects lay eggs on the underside of the leaves. Hence it is 
important to spray on the underside of the leaves as well. 
While using a powder sprayer reduce the quantity of spray-
ing to half  
It is better to use low concentration of extracts frequently.  
Each acre of land can be sprayed with 60 litres of ready to 
use  
solution.

Greetings and Rastafari Blessings to the Rastafari 
Family Worldwide 319 Days Before the Ethiopian 
Millennium 
 
 As has been pointed out in the article, True Origins of 
the Rastafari Repatriation Movement, the first phase of 
the movement 1903-1930 was centered in the United 
States.  This fact is confirmed by Leonard P. Howell, 
who is often considered the "First Rasta". Howell him-
self told the Jamaican Daily Gleaner, November 23, 
1940, that 
 
        "After my travels and subsequent return to the 
United States, I became attracted to the Ras Tafarites 
and afterwards returned home to Jamaica to preach its 
tenants." 
 
    Among these first Ras Tafarite patriarchs contribut-
ing a Lion©s Share of the tenants that define the Ras 
Tafarites was Rev. James Morris Webb. Below is a 
brief chronology of Rev. James Morris Webb©s life and 
contributions to the Rastafari Movement taken from 
http://www.paramountshome.org/Spotlight.htm -- 
scroll to the very bottom, right hand column.

1878 James Morris Webb born in Tennessee 
  
1903, December 25: Rev. Webb lectures in Ranke©s Hall 
in Seattle Washington (Pike Street and Sixth Avenue) on 
the Death of Sarah, the Father of the Ethiopians, Moses©s 
wife, the killing of Goliath by David, and the genealogy 
of Jesus, showing the audience that Jesus was black.  
 
1913, November:  Rev. Webb, D.D.  publishes an adver-
tisement in the Chicago Defender newspaper for his 
"Famous Picture of Jesus as a Black Man". The ad pro-
claimed: "Just finished and ready for sale is the wonder-
ful picture, 12x18, of Jesus as he looked when on earth 
and how he will look at his second coming, including a 
specially prepared book of biblical references from 
Genesis to Revelation, proving in every detail the Doc-
tor©s assertion." It was available from newsstands for $1 
and $1.50 by P.O. or Express Order from James M. 
Webb, 3519 State Street, Chicago, Illinois, USA. 
 
1919 Rev. Webb publishes The Black Man: The Father 
of Civilization Proven By Biblical History, reprinted in 
1984 by Julian Richardson Associates, 1712 Fillmore 
Street, San Francisco, CA 94115 (49 pages) and in 2001 
by Magribine Press, 5723 N. McVicken, Chicago, IL 
60646. 
 
 1920, January 8th:  Census shows "James M. Webb", 
age 42, residing at 1107 Yakima Avenue, Seattle, Wash-
ington on property that he owned. His occupation is 
listed as "Minister, Church of God." He was married to 
Nannie F. Webb, age 34, also born in Tennessee.

 1921  Rev. Webb joins the Universal Negro Improve-
ment Association (UNIA) and became an active organ-
izer in Seattle, San Francisco and Los Angeles. Rev. 
Webb made motion pictures of Garvey and Garveyite 
events, and filmed Biblical pageants. 
  
1921 October 22: Rev. Webb lectures the UNIA and 
showed his films and documentary material on Biblical 
History. 
  
1921 November 5: Rev. Webb lectures the UNIA on 
the topic, "God is Waiting for the Generation of Ethio-
pia." The event was reported in the Marcus Garvey©s 
UNIA newspaper, the Negro World.  
 
 1922, July 29 Rev. Webb  asserts that Garvey is the 
"Moses of the Modern Age" in a lecture entitled "The 
Garvey Movement is Biblical", and in a pamphlet, 
"The Black Man Will Be the Coming Universal King", 
as reported in the Negro World. 
  
1924, September 15: The New York Times reports on 
a Rev. Webb Address under the headline "Says a Black 
King Will Rule the World." 
  
1925, October 3:  The Negro World newspaper pub-
lishes Rev. Webb©s picture next to article entitled 
"Negro Universal King Coming to Rule the World".  
   
 1926, September 6:  The Negro World newspaper 
publishes a picture of Reverend Webb next to article 
entitled "Jesus Was A Negro By Blood". 
  
1927, July 30: The Chicago Defender publishes Rev. 
Webb©s picture next to headline stating, "Jesus Was A 
Negro By Blood"  
 
1927, November:   Rev. Webb records two sermons, 
"Moses Was Rescued by a Negro Woman" and 
"Somebody©s Wrong About The Bible", issued on 
Paramount 12576 "Blues & Gospel Records". 

 1929, February 2:  Chicago Defender newspaper pub-
lishes Rev. Webb©s picture next to article entitled, 
"Negro Universal King". The article states, "Negro Uni-
versal king with woolly hair is coming to rule the world. 
Proven by biblical history. . . . He will have power of the 
air over all airplanes and power over the waters of all 
battleships. The race problem will be settled by him."  
  
1930: It is believed that Rev. Webb left Seattle but that 
his wife remained. 
  
1940, December 28: Seattle Times newspaper article 
reads: "Rev. Webb to Speak at Negro Churches. The 
Rev. James M. Webb, evangelist and former resident 
here who is remembered for his sermons in Seattle 
nearly thirty years ago, is a visitor in the city and plans to 
speak at Negro churches on ©A Colored King is Coming 
to Stop All Wars©".  
 
 It should be noted that Marcus Garvey is credited with 
the prophecy, "Look to the East for the crowning of a 
Black King". Tradition holds that Garvey said this as he 
left for England in April 1928.  On October 7, 1928, Re-
gent and Plenipotentiary Ras Tafari was crowned Negus, 
"King" of Ethiopia. It is likely that Garvey©s words were 
more of an announcement, based on actual news, rather 
than a divine prophecy. 
   
 On April 2, 1930, Queen Zawditu died, and the next 
morning, Negus Tafari was proclaimed Emperor and as-
sumed the throne. W.A. Jackson reported in the Chicago 
Defender on June 10: 
 
    Addis Ababa, Ethiopia, June 10  With the passing of 
the Empress Zauditu, Ras Tafari now ascends the ancient 
Throne of Ethiopia. Already Negus (king), to distinguish 
him from all other Rases, now becomes Negus Nagasti 
(King of Kings) and Emperor of all Ethiopia

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Upon the receipt of the news that the Empress had died, 
Tafari, by a masterful stroke of organization, concen-
trated 10,000 picked troops on the palace grounds of the 
late Empress before his strongest rival, Ras Kassa, 
seized the reins of government and proclaimed himself 
emperor. Since his ascendancy to the throne Tafari has 
shown such great determination and strength of charac-
ter that he has gained the respect of even his enemies. 
 
Although the government of Ethiopia is in the hands of 
Tafari and his conservative party, the new emperor is 
faced with many grave problems, both from within and 
without. The old party, which was headed by the late 
Empress, continues strong and the resentment against 
the many radical reforms which Tafari has instituted 
since his return from Europe some five years ago still 
lingers on. 
 
The growing resentment against the presence of Euro-
peans is one of the major problems which confronts the 
new Emperor. However, for the present, Tafari is mas-
ter of the situation and the Europeans are hoping that he 
will be able to overcome everyone who now impedes 
his plans for reform. 
 
Several months before her death, the late Empress gave 
full expression to her growing anxiety regarding the 
welfare of her country by calling Ras Kouksa, a power-
ful leader, in the North, to assist her in displacing Tafari 
from the throne, for she and her party never accepted 
the rightful heir. 
 
In the quarrel that ensued, Ras Kouksa succeeded in 
enlisting the assistance and support of other followers 
of the Empress and as a final break, civil war broke out. 
Tafari, with characteristic calm and determination, met 
the situation with a firmness that surprised the entire 
country. He immediately dispatched the minister of war, 
Bletan Geta Bulnenguetta, with a large force of troops 
to the revolting province. Later powerful chiefs or rases 
from Gondar, Harra, Tigre, joined him with their armies 
and in a surprisingly short time had succeeded in sur-
rounding the forces of Ras Kouksa. Modern Browning 
machine guns and cannons were used by the rebel 
forces. For a while the outcome seemed doubtful on the 
part of government forces, 

but with reinforcements from the loyal provinces a deci-
sion was soon reached. Tafari, at the critical period, see-
ing that a prolonged civil war would be both embarrass-
ing and expensive, dispatched two airplanes, piloted by 
French and German aviators. Despite the fact that the 
revolting forces succeeded in bringing down the Ger-
man plane which resulted in the death of the King’s un-
cle; the French plane succeeded in dropping several 
well-placed bombs, which frightened the revolutionists 
and dispersed their fighting units. Hostilities ended 
shortly after the death of Ras Kouksa, who was slain in 
the battle. 
 
With the restoration of peace in the revolting provinces 
and the end of the mourning period for the late Em-
press, which lasted for 40 days, the Emperor ordered the 
victorious armies to return to Addis Ababa for a final 
review before returning to their respective provinces. 
 
As a part of the plans for the welcome for the returning 
armies, 6,000 bullocks were brought in from the sur-
rounding country to be slaughtered near the palace 
grounds. Native wood carriers brought wood in on their 
heads from great distances. Women and children 
brewed tej or native beer and carried large earthen jars 
on their backs to the palace to serve to the soldiers. Dur-
ing the meantime, thousands of soldiers, many of whom 
had served under Menelik in previous wars, traveled 
overland, across high mountains, through deserts and 
tropical forests subsisting, for the most part, on handfuls 
of parched grains . . ." 
 
With news of the new Emperor©s coming coronation 
now circulating, Garvey wrote and produced a play en-
titled "The Coronation of an African King." Haile 
Selassie was crowned King of Kings and Lord of Lords, 
Conquering Lion of Judah on November 2, 1930. On 
that day, Garvey sent a cable to the new Emperor stat-
ing: "Greetings from Ethiopians of the Western World. 
May your reign be peaceful, prosperous, progressive. 
Long live your majesty."  Garvey’s article in The 
Blackman, November 8, 1930, stated: 
". . . We are glad to learn that even though Europeans 
have been trying to impress the Abyssinians that they 
are not belonging to the Negro Race, they have learned 
the retort that they are, and they are proud to be so. 
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Ras Tafari has traveled to Europe and America and is 
therefore no stranger to European hypocrisy and methods 
… We do hope that Ras Tafari will live long to carry out 
his wonderful intentions. From what we have heard and 
what we do know, he is ready and willing to extend the 
hand of invitation to any Negro who desires to settle his 
kingdom. We know of many who are gone to Abyssinia 
and who have given good report of the great possibilities 
there . . . . The Psalmist prophesied that Princes would 
come out of Egypt and Ethiopia would stretch forth her 
hands unto God. We have no doubt that the time is now 
come. Ethiopia is now really stretching forth her hands. 
This great kingdom of the East has been hidden for many 
centuries, but gradually she is rising to take a leading 
place in the world and it is for us the Negro race to assist 
in every way to hold up the hand of Emperor Ras Ta-
fari." 
 
Thus, it should be clear now that it was Reverend James 
Morris Webb who, through Bibilical studies, received 
the divine inspiration that proclaimed to the world the 
coming of the Universal Black King. Both the main-
stream media (Chicago Defender  and New York Times 
newspapers) and Garvey©s newspaper, the Negro World, 
reported on Rev. Webb©s prophecy, which came true on 
October 7, 1928 and November 2, 1930. Garvey, for his 
part, received information from the "many who are gone 
to Abyssinia and who have given good report" and made 
known such news when it was happening, and thus was 
mistakenly credited with the prophecy from which the 
Ras Tafarites emerged.
