"Vice-Chairman and Distinguished Guests. | feel deeply hon-
ored this afternoon for the fact that the University of the West
Indies has conferred upon me the degree of Doctor of Laws
Honoris Causa.

"The history of the Ethiopian people islong, and in this history
which became Christian the earliest, the early education of
Ethiopians was based on Christian teachings and the Bible.

“ Although the university and the responsibility of the educators
in the centuries past was dightly different from what we have at
present, nevertheless the Christian Ethiopians have carried for-
ward the idea of unity of our people. Our Christian forefathers
have brought education and have expanded it in our country.
These have become the basis and the explanation in part for the
maintenance of independence by the Ethiopian people so many
thousands of years.

"At that time universities of their own nature and professors did
exist, thus the learnings that were started in churches, learnings
that were always dedicated upon the idea of GOD, spread in
Ethiopia and this has helped to make Ethiopia free.

"Although we are now quite proud of our Christian heritage we
must also stress that Ethiopiais the modern state. That in Ethio-
piathereis religious tolerance. Religious tolerance has been
practiced in Ethiopiafor decades. Thisis precisely why the
unity of our people has become time tested. Thisis partly why
the Ethiopian people have defended themselves against foreign
aggression.

"But the times have changed and even the purpose of education
has altered. It has become necessary for the Ethiopian people to
turn their attention toward the establishment of modern educa-
tional ingtitutions. At first we were not able to do this without
help. It has become necessary for me to send students for stud-
iesto foreign countries. Secondly, even before the invasion we
had commenced the important task of establishing primary and
secondary schools in numbers for the millions of Ethiopians.
Our effortsin this direction as is well known have been inter-
rupted by aggression against our peaceful people.

SUMMARY : Fact Finding (excerpt from the minority re-
port by Rastafari bredren)

The Back-to-Afrika Mission, which recently concluded a
two month fact-finding tour of five Afrikan States, found
that the Mission’s purpose of repatriation to Afrika, people
of Afrikan descent, from Jamaica and elsewhere, was
agreed upon by the government of al the Afrikan countries
visited i.e. Ethiopia (one week), Nigeria (two weeks),
Ghana (one week), Liberia (one week), Sierra Leone (one
week).

The Afrikan Governments were willing to co-
operate in resettling people of Afrikan descent
within their ancestral borders. The courtesy and
attention afforded the Mission by all Afrikan
states were excellent. Foodstuff prices were low
in the markets and streets; prices at hotels were
high. Food was plenty and in variety. Cattle,
goats and sheep were plentiful throughout Afrika
especialy in Ethiopia

Land was controlled by the Chiefsin all the
States except Ethiopia, where it is controlled by
H.l.M.

Every citizen is entitled to land in Ethiopia by

Constitution (about 10 acres) and in some other
States. Roads are good in every State but travel-
ing towards the interior, smooth surfaces |essen.

In Ethiopia we find the people extremely courte-
ous and loving and look upon all black people as
their brothers.

At the Church Residence of the Arch-Bishop Abuna
Basilios, 10 of us were presented with Ethiopian Na-
tional Robes, athough the tailor had measured 11 of us
previoudy, 1 white man—Mr. lless, 1 brown man—
Mr. Lake and 9 black men; fulfilling biblically the
Ethiopian cannot change the colour of his neither can
the leopard change his spots.

All the Afrikan Governments were willing to negotiate
in resettling peoplein Afrika. In every state that we
visited, the Rastafarian Brethren expressed to each
Government, our conception of His Imperial Mgesty,
asthe Messiah.
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In Ethiopia and in some of the other states, this con-
ception was not disputed; only in Liberiawas there
any opposition.

The Rases also gave each Afrikan Government writ-
ten documents with formulas on how we saw repa-
triation in the U.N.O. The Ethiopian Government
paid all the Mission’s expense in Ethiopia.

In Sierra Leone, the Newspaper carried an article ex-
tracted from a London paper under the caption,
“Incredible deportations planned for Jamaica' s fa-
natic” with photographs of the 3 Rastafarians under
it. Thiswas expressed by two Jamaican Government
Officias, the paper said. One of the Rases, Bro.
Mortimer Planno presented H.H. the Abuna Basilios
with apainting depicting H.I.M. in Psam 2. The cli-
mate in Ethiopiais the best throughout the world,
comparing it to all other climates experienced during
our tour.

In 1966, in America an organization called the
Black Panther Party was formed and it was formed
to defend the rights of Black people by any means
necessary.

Many even tell usthat
being brought to this place saved us

As taught by yurugu and their

finally bury its remnants through
sacrificial acts of assimilation,

and reason. This, of course, implies
that for tens of thousands of years of advanced
civilization our ancestors wandered about the con-
tinent and around the world without intimate
knowledge of spirit or answers to fundamental sci-
entific questions.

They would have us believe that the brutalities we
face here are no worse than those faced by any
other people before. They say that our oppression
isnot unique. And, because it is not unique, we
should not overburden ourselves or bother others
with feeling either betrayed (except by our own) or
dehumanized. They say digging up these lost
memoriesistruly awaste of time and energy.

We are aso told that there is no reason to look
back because that would distract us from seeing the
beauty and promise of thistime and place. We are
warned that diving into the past creates unneces-
sary pain and suffering and instigates a range better
off left dead. They say we must be European soci-
ety and culture. They repeat this over and over
again asif to convince themselves of thislie. And
we hear it so much that many of us believe and
lovingly affirm it in return. Those Negroes and lost
souls among us who agree that the Afrikan past is
irrelevant act asif the desire to be in the company
of our oppressorsis as natural as night and day.

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amalgamation and unqualified de-
votion to whiteness.

They tell usthat if race cannot be see racism does
not exist. They give us the delusion-inducing ob-
stacle of aone-way racia integration into them to
distract us from nation building. Y et, they still ram-
ble on telling us that if we want to remove race as
“our” problem we must remove all those accept-
able“Black First” which make Africans only
darker Europeans (by singularly applauding those
individuals who helped make our sub integration
into European society and culture appear more de-
sirable and probable) and or show our humanity
solely as afunction of European contact.

However, none of that really makes any sense be-
cause there is no Afrikan power in a minority men-
tality. More importantly, if an Afrikan becomes
culturaly, intellectualy, religiously and socially
European, she or he has to have been turned away
from being Afrikan. Something has caused indi-
viduals to forget who she or heis. To be Afrikan,
now or in the time of our ancestors, requires that
knowledge and practice of Afrikan traditions..

Thisisauniversal truth: A people must know their
origins and practice their traditions in order to be
themselves. If not, they lose themselvesin an-
other’svision of reality.

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If that reality isthe creation of their enemy, then they

fall deeply asleep in someone else’ s nightmare.

Y ou cannot know yourself while being someone
else. If you forget who you are, you cannot be your-

self. You will be whomever you have been instructed

to be by those who you allow to exercise power over
you.

We have been told that the best way for Afrikans to
be at peace with themselves in this cultural waste-
land is to forget the past and build a new future as
subjects of European society. We are further in-

formed that, given the imperfection of reality by say-

ing that if we just become more “ open-minded” (l.e.,
open to their mind/interpretation) we will see that
they have become multicultural, bringing the best of
all worlds together under their impartial and color-
blind protection. In order to become part of this new
world order, though we must relinquish the past. We
must forget both what they have done to us and who
we are.

This, too, is nonsensical for those of us who know

that we are culmination of our people. For we are our

people. To destroy the true memory of our peopleis
to destroy ourselves. It is to condemn our children to
achaos that will leave them desperately searching
for their deceased genius.

We are not them. We cannot be them without losing
sanity. No one can be Afrikan and European. The
Afrikan and European ways are irreconcilably in-
compatible. Not even amalgamation can change that.
Our ways s, has been and aways will be Afrikan.

So, we cannot ask of ourselves the mentacidal ques-
tions they put in our minds. We cannot seriously ask
ourselvesirrelevant questions or believe answers
which lead to forgetfulness.

Our guestions must always lead us home. For, how
can you find your way home by forgetting your way
unless you see home as some backward, barbaric,

pagan outland or limit it to a place your stolen ances-

tors were brought to, you must look further than the
deception of white liesto find our truth.

Those who have made it this far in this book obvi-
ously have struggled to overcome a socialized ig-
norance of Afrikan tradition and ourstory. They
have found it impossible to live with the glaring
contradictions that make life so difficult for Afri-
kan thinkersin this anti-Afrikan reality. They have
rightly concluded that every thought and action of
their ancestors is a viable and necessary means for
them to return to their roots in our motherland.

They do not wee remembrance as regression. They
see it as progress because they know that indisput-
able connection enables us to create a future for
our children in the spiritual and cultural likeness of
they people and their truth. Progress for Afrikans
deciding to be Afrikan under the proselytizing as-
sault of European culture, is engaged through the
process of Sankofa. It islooking and moving back
to what we become independently Afrikan. Itisa
Sakofa movement which takes us back fore this
place to the continent of our origin and the way of
our people.

We must move “backward” into this knowing to
gain remembrance. This movement begins as we
walk with our ancestors as they crossed the tem-
pestuous waters that separate this place from home.
That movement iswhat this book is all about.
Thetitle, kebuka (pronounced Kay-boo-kah), is
Kikongo word meaning, in simplest terms,
“remember.” It is so say that we must struggle to
remember the most deeply hidden intricacies of
what we have been made to lose and use that mem-
ory to rebuild our future in line with those ancestral
traditions.

Baba Kimbwandende Kia Bunseki fukiau, who is
my primary source for understanding this concept,
has definite it asto “look back both physicaly,
(with your eyes) and mentally with your mind; to
draw from the past experience ( both positive and
negative); to rely on one's ground; {and} to link
the past to the present reality before screaming for
tomorrow.”

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He says that Kebuka “is both
aphysical and material and
spiritual word” and indicates
that “kebukaisthe equiva-
lent of Sankofa’ in Kikongo.
He states, however, that “...
Kebukaasaverbis more
powerful and more active
and has more regenerating power itself than
Sankofa.”

Of course we know that there is no competition be-
tween Afrikan Languages. All afrikan tongus are
rich. And the more words we have that speaksto
the necessity of remembrance to our contemporary
sanity the better we are spiritualy, intellectually,
emotionally and physically able to engage our past,
present and future as empowered Afrikans.

Kebukais simply a choice reflecting the need to
have an additive Afrikan voice in the repertoire we
use to speak are-Afrikanized reality into our nation
building efforts.

And in this effort, we must not hedge on ourstory.
We are fully entitled to it, in its rawness truth. If
others are offended because their barbarities are
exposed, so beit. If wefed guilty over their expo-
sure, we should question our concern, not their cul-
pability; we should question our concern, not their
culpability.

Untouchability. practiced by an overwhelming ma-
jority of caste Hindus as well as other religious
communities, stigmatized him in the most perni-
cious ways. His own analysis refuted an understand-
ing of untouchability asaracial oppression. He ar-
gued instead that it arose as a social, political, reli-
gious, and economic separation and denigration of
practitioners of Buddhism in the historical period of
renascent Hinduism (see his book The Untouch-
ables, 1948). For Ambedkar, Buddhism represented
the historical revolutionary experiencein India,
while Hinduism represented the counter-
revolutionary experience seeking to bring back an
orthodoxy founded upon the caste system.
