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The House reserves the right to choose its delegates for intemationsl gatherings,
{a) Host countries can make request re. individual(s) but such request
must meet with the Houses approval.
In light of the fact that Elders are involved in most delegations in some cases
(a) A stipend to cover immediate family expenses is requesied.
(b} Confirmation on proper accommodation, rest, food — transport.
(e} If possible, delegates should be housed in close proximity.

{3)  The House request the rights to see an agenda in advance so that any input /
alterations can be made before hand.
(4) Whereas invitations for a delegation ar times involves academic institutions -
Universities, etc.
(&) The same stipend / Honorarium given to visiting lecturers / presenters
will be requested.
(5} Video recording should be endorsed by the House,
{a) Proper agreement / contract as to its use distribution ete. must be
signed prior to.
(6} Proper documentation of Elders visit re. video / audio / photo is requested from
Hosts on departure of delepation.
{7 Request for a delepation should be sent to the House with no less than 30 days
motice.
{a) If an emergency arse then a 14 days notice is accepted.
{b) If possible, the House request a representative of the Host country to
triwvel to Jamaica in regard to requesting a delegation.
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
