WELCOME TO THE BOTH OF THE 

I. 
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IN all the civilized world, if one state seeks to wage war against another, it announces its intention of doing so. After 
such an announcement has been made, the diplomatic representatives of the two sides return to their home countries. 
If their citizens so desire, they may also leave. 
 
But Italy continued making announcements that she had no intention of making war, while in fact she had long meant 
to wage war against Ethiopia, and for the past three years had decided upon it and had begun preparations. However, 
at some time, when the occasion arises, revelations are bound to occur, and so General de Bonoa has now spoken of it 
in the book which he has published about the war. And since this has been confirmed by Monsieur Mussolini's signa-
ture, it is not possible to claim that it is a lie. 
 
When We heard of the dispatch by Italy of war materials and large numbers of soldiers to her colonies of Eritrea and 
Somali-land, up to the realization of the time-table she had fixed to start the war, We made enquiries through Our 
Charge d'affaires at Rome; a reply was then issued which no-one can accept as true, i.e. that it was as a safeguard 
against a surprise attack the Emperor might be launching against their colonies and that there was no other reason. 
 
Since this was allegedly the reason, We made it known by radio to Italy and the whole world that we on our part were 
not thinking of a scheme of this kind. 
 
Although We made this announcement, Italy did not interrupt the dispatch of military equipment and troops. There 
were no factories to produce war materials in our country, in order to make preparations on our part. We did not have 
enough money to make purchases abroad. When We asked for loans, Italy's resolve to make war being well known, 
We did not find anyone who would lend to Us. Furthermore, since Ethiopia and Italy had signed, with approval, what 
is laid down in the covenant of the League which the nations of the world had set up at Geneva, it seemed to Us that, 
if any kind of dispute arose between us, the matter was to be looked into by the League in accordance with the cove-
nant with a view to being settled peacefully. Over and above this, if a dispute that arose between the two governments 
could not be settled by diplomatic negotiations on the basis of articles 5 and 7 of the Treaty of Friendship which the 
two governments specifically concluded on 21st Hamle 19203 (= 28th July 1928), then the matter was to be disposed 
of by arbitrators, but in any event there was to be no war between them for at least 20 years. Italy had claimed to be 
one of the great civilized nations, and it, therefore, seemed to Us that she would not violate the covenant of the 
League. Moreover, by virtue of the fact that We did not suspect that Italy would start a war without notifying her de-
cision to engage in hostilities, as the heathen of olden times used to do, We had not proclaimed mobilization from the 
moment of the Walwal attack, on 26 Hedar (= 5 December 1934), until 22 Maskaram (=3 October 1935) when she 
began the war with her attack on Adwa. 
 
But the Italians were well aware of the disposition of Our troops, in remote places and in the fringe areas of the coun-
try. As We entertained some suspicion that they might await the rainy season, when no-one would be able to march 
on the roads, and then launch an attack, We directed that a certain number of reserve troops from each unit should 
come to Addis Ababa.

We proclaim mobilization 
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Mortimo “Bro Kumi” Planno (1920 - 2006) 
Mortimer Planner or Mortimo Planno as he has come to 
be known was born in Cuba of Jamaican parents on 
September 6, 1920. He later moved to Jamaica with his 
parents and three older siblings. At some time in the 
late thirties or early forties, Planno came to believe that 
Haile Selassie I is the Living God. After adopting the 
Rastafari lifestyle, Planno moved to Trench Town and 
became one of the founding members of Kingston's first 
Rastafarian camp in the Dungle. From that time, Planno 
became one of the more charismatic adherents of Rasta-
fari. Being intensely studious, an excep-
tional and eloquent orator, and harboring an 
abiding concern for the welfare of all 
Rastafari, his legacy is well known and re-
spected worldwide among many Rastafari 
brethren. 
 
In 1961, Planno was selected to be a mem-
ber of the Jamaican delegation that traveled 
throughout Africa (Mission to Africa) to 
explore the possibilities of repatriation. On 
April 21, 1966, now known as Grounation 
Day (a Rastafari holy day), Planno was able 
becalm a wildly enthusiastic and zealous 
mass of 100,000 Rastafari and other believers eagerly 
waiting to catch a glimpse of Haile Selassie I on his his-
toric visit to Jamaica. This feat allowed the Emperor to 
make a more placid but still hurried de-planing to a 
waiting limousine. During Selassie's three day stay in 
Jamaica, Planno was among the selected Rastafari Eld-
ers who met with His Imperial Majesty (H.I.M.). 
 
The Earth Most Strangest Man: The Rastafarian 
 
In 1969, Professor Lambros Comitas asked Mortimo 
Planno to write a treatise on Rastafari teachings. One 
year later, when Comitas returned to Jamaica, Planno 
delivered a handwritten manuscript with Comitas' 
promise that it would made into a monograph. In 1995, 
Comitas had the manuscript typeset and printed and 
bound as a single volume in leather with gold stamping. 
He hand-delivered the monograph to an ailing Mortimo 
Planno in Jamaica.

REPARATIONS Continued From February this is the 
remainder of the entire article by Ras Jahaziel, which 
brings it to an end. Next month we begin a new article. 
 
Not only would the money filter right back to the slave master’s 
house because of mental slavery, but also because THE BASIC 
STRUCTURE of the global economic system is geared to drain 
the victims of slavery and colonialism, not to secure their inde-
pendence. 
If REPARATIONS payments are not wisely focused on breaking 
the cycle of chronic dependency, then a mere fifty years from 
now the Black children of tomorrow will be no better off for it. 
They will still inherit the situation of this present generation 
where they are condemned to be BOYS FOREVER in a white 
man’s world. 
 
If it is to be true to its real purpose of resurrecting 
Black civilization from its grave of dehumaniza-
tion and serfdom where it was interred by the 
forces of white racism, the focus of REPARA-
TIONS must be on those lynch-pins of economic 
and psychological dependency which continue 
to keep slavery intact long after so-called 
emancipation.  
 
The first and perhaps the most important of these unyielding 
cast-iron pins that keep slavery intact, is LACK OF CON-
TROL over the mind-manufacturing industry. 
 
Slavery is a condition where the one enslaved has no control 
over his life. If someone else has control over the mind-
manufacturing industry, one is essentially a slave in the con-
troller’s hands. This lack of control which was lost in the pit of 
slavery and Colonialism means that present-day Black civiliza-
tion is still living in a white man’s world.  
 
What is the significance of the white man’s ownership and con-
trol over the mind-manufacturing industry? 

It means that as a Black parent, your child is not your own. 
Just like it was on the plantation of old, from the day that the 
Black child is born his mind is injected with the Negro blue-
print. This means that he is instantly being programmed to 
think in a way that benefits the owners of the plantation and 
to the detriment of his own race. It is the presence of this Ne-
gro blueprint in the Black man’s head that today causes him 
to collaborate in his own genocide. Removing this Negro 
blueprint must therefore be a central component of any 
REPARATIONS policy. 
Without ownership and control of THE EDUCATION 
PROCESS, the minds of the newly compensated people 
would still continue to work against themselves in a way that 
would perpetuate their CHRONIC DEPENDENCY. Owner-
ship of the education process should not be misunderstood as 

mere ownership and control of schools and 
universities, but also CONTROL OF THE 
THOUGHT PROCESS that sits within the 
books and the thought process that governs the 
television.  
 
INTENSIVE effort backed by generous re-
sources must be placed on The Project of Re-
education. The people who have been mis-
educated by the slave master to see themselves 

as separate peoples called Bajans, Trinidadians, Jamaicans, 
Afro-Americans, Ghanaians and Nigerians, etc, must be re-
educated to see themselves as integral states of ONE 
BLACK NATION. When it is recognized that artificial bar-
riers of separate national identity were specifically created to 
facilitate the slave master’s control of the plantation, it will 
become clear that PAN-AFRICAN THINKING is the only 
life-boat for the drowning peoples of Africa wherever they 
are scattered. This new thinking can only be achieved if it 
becomes a priority on every school’s agenda, and the bottom 
line of every church sermon. 
The truth must be faced that the education system that was 
inherited from the Slave-master was designed to keep the 
plantation running on a more sophisticated level. Better and 
more highly skilled SERVANTS was the goal,

and it is not an accident that THE EDUCATED CLASS of 
Blacks today are for the most part ORDERS-TAKERS. There 
is absolutely no way how the cycle of dependency and subser-
vience will be broken without the introduction of a new educa-
tion system that has as its goal the development of AFRICAN 
NATIONHOOD in place of the present goal of Black servant-
hood. 
Seeing that the Black mind is still being invaded on all sides by 
the visions and ideas of the white man’s house, its rehabilitation 
will call for the setting up of a vast and all-encompassing PAN-
AFRICAN CENTERED education system. It must be realized 
that NATIONHOOD is first and foremost AN IDEA that needs 
to be cultivated, and it could never have been cultivated in the 
past while the plantation was being run by white owners who 
wanted to keep Black slave hands tied to the plantation. If the 
idea of BLACK NATIONHOOD is not being cultivated in our 
present religious and education systems it is because such an 
idea will make slaves question their landless-ness and their 
powerless-ness. All the teachings, be they religious or other-
wise that have bound the allegiance of Black peoples to their 
separate estates in the plantation economy are complimentary to 
the global schemes of THE WHITE WORLD ORDER. 
 
The United States of America is AN IDEA that had to be 
planted and cultivated, and it was cultivated essentially for the 
betterment of white civilization. Separate groups of Europeans 
were taught THE IDEA of the USA, and the idea was not con-
sidered inconsistent with their religion. It is only slavery-
inherited religion that holds the vision of BLACK NA-
TIONHOOD to be unimportant. 
 
The white man had the wisdom to know that his personal secu-
rity and prosperity depended on the establishment of A COM-
MON NATIONHOOD with a land base. 
 
Those who are presently known as JEWS also knew that scat-
tered as they were in minority positions all over the globe, they 
needed a central land base that made NATIONHOOD a reality, 
and hence they set up the state of Israel. 
 
The Black man must ask himself, Where is my vision of Black 
nationhood? 
Is my slavery-inherited religion blocking my mind from seeing 
the necessity for Black nationhood?  
Does my long-term security rest with the fragmented plantation 
identity? 
Am I comfortable with my centuries-old task of building the 
white man’s house? 
Should I continue to invest my labors and my monies in the 
white man’s house when it is getting bigger and richer from my 
labors while Africa is getting poorer and more dependent every 
day?  

Am I satisfied with my dependent position in world affairs 
where every major decision in my life as a Black man must 
be made by a group of white men who cannot help being rac-
ist? 
Is this the situation that I want future generations to inherit?  
Am I contented with the island identity that the slave-master 
gave me so that I would remain a powerless satellite, always 
lingering on the outskirts of white prosperity? 
None but the most drunken can fail to acknowledge the need 
to cultivate the idea of BLACK NATIONHOOD with the 
prospect of putting it into reality. 
If white men can come together from all parts of U-rope and 
build their white strongholds, why should the Black man not 
be doing the same? Why should the Black man continue to 
seek refuge in the white man’s stronghold instead of building 
his own? 
 
In this stage of the struggle to correct the damage of slavery 
and colonialism, one of the greatest opponents is the white 
high-tech mind-control system that dominates the movie 
industry and global communications. It is so powerful that 
the way controlled people will be thinking fifty years from 
now can be plotted on a drawing board and then implemented 
without fail. 
 
Therefore, to cultivate this idea of BLACK NATION-
HOOD, major funding must also be allocated for the devel-
opment of an independent Black theater and movie indus-
try devoted to THE BLACK RESURRECTION. When the 
word BLACK is clearly defined as that which is conscious 
and effective in its capacity to break chains, there will be 
no chance of such a venture coming close to the Blakspoita-
tion movie genre where Black just meant putting a black 
face in place of a white face. Neither minds that are 
bleached white by the U-rocentrick aesthetic, nor minds that 
are bleached color-less by white-liberal education can create 
the groundwork that is necessary for Black independence 
and Black nationhood. More than enough time has passed 
under the influence of both forms of mind-control to show 
that such thinking ultimately perpetuates white domination. 
 
In this project of repairing Black minds for the fulfillment of 
Black nationhood, it will not be enough to put financial re-
sources into the building of schools, universities and movie 
studios, but paralleled with all this must also be funding for 
the type of scholarship that is necessary for producing Black-
centered books and learning materials to fulfill A BLACK 
CURRICULUM 
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The building of any nation demands an education system that is 
centered within the struggles and ambitions of that nation. 
That is why the European education system has always been 
WHITE-CENTERED with a historiography that places slavers, 
colonialists, invaders and robbers at the center. The victims of 
the U-ropean project cannot correct their disadvantage or re-
arrange their lives without an education system that is centered 
on their own historical perspective and national ambition. It 
must be BLACK CENTERED in order to be redemptive. 
 
The importance of repairing Black minds has to therefore be 
seen as a major task on the REPARATIONS agenda, and suc-
cess in this venture will determine whether generations fifty 
years from now or three hundred years from now will benefit 
from today’s struggles for REPARATIONS. The work of 
breaking down the mental chains of white racism and colonial-
ism has to be seen for what it is, the only key to unlock the dun-
geon of captivity. Without a break-through in these stubborn 
walls of mental slavery there can be no TRUE BLACK NA-
TIONHOOD AND ROYALTY. 
 
A STRONG BLACK HOME BASE. 
 
In every land, the welfare of the individual is directly dependent 
on the welfare of the state and its ability to maintain a prosper-
ous economy. Take for instance the welfare of the average 
European tourist. He is able to be a tourist because he comes 
from a country that has a sufficiently prosperous economy that 
allows him to have enough surplus income to go on tour. He 
has a HOME BASE that is strong economically. It is not an ac-
cident that within the tourist economy, most tourists are white 
and the servants are black. While the white tourist has a strong 
economic home base that enables him to have surplus income, 
the black servant has A BEGGING AND DEPENDENT 
HOME BASE that barely allows him survival wages. If on the 
continent of Africa or in the Caribbean the safety of a white 
tourist is threatened, he has a strong government back at home 
that will come to his assistance with guns blazing if necessary. 
On the other hand look at the predicament of Blacks in the 
USA, the UK, or any part of U-rope where they are now exiled. 
They are subject to the worse treatment where they can be 
lynched and crucified on the cross of racism and there is no 
strong Black government that can forcefully intervene on their 
behalf. 

A realistic look at the Black Diaspora shows that wherever 
they are presently domiciled, their economic survival is to-
tally dependent on the economic health of the dominant white 
U-ropean nations. In places like the Caribbean where they 
depend on tourism, Black survival depends on the white man 
having enough money to go on tours. If the white man tight-
ens his belt, many black belts will have to be further tight-
ened throughout the islands. In places like the U-ropean 
strongholds of the USA and the UK, if the white man is los-
ing money and decides to close his factory, out goes Black 
survival through the window of job cuts.  
 
Throughout the history of the Caribbean, national survival 
has always been very dependent on exporting labor to the 
white man’s home in the US, the UK, and Canada. Economic 
survival has long been structured along the lines of the plan-
tation where the Black villagers had to leave their homes and 
trek to their workplace in the Big House to scrub floors, wash 
clothes, clean yards and do the dirty jobs. There is total de-
pendency on the white man’s economic health, and that is 
reflective of a situation where a people have no prosperous 
home base of their own. If Africa was a prosperous home 
base, Blacks from all over the world would be migrating to 
Africa in search of work instead of trekking to the U-ropean 
capitals of the world where they are subject to the scourge of 
racial discrimination which can escalate at any time. 
 
In the white capitals of power that are so racially charged 
from centuries of white racism, it is quite unlikely, and even 
ridiculous to imagine any form of meaningful Reparations to 
the minority Black populations, for the simple reason that it 
would create what would appear to the majority white popu-
lation as the creation of a privileged minority class. If in these 
countries, Reparations were paid on an individual basis, the 
majority white population can be expected to lash out angrily 
at the DEFENSELESS Black minority who would appear to 
be gaining an unfair economic advantage.  Remember Black 
Wallstreet (see website http://www.littleafrica.com/
opportunity/opprage.html â€œThe date was June 1, 1921, 
when "Black Walstreet," the name fittingly given to one of 
the most affluent all-Black communities in America, was 
bombed from the air and burned to the ground by mobs of 
envious whites.

In a period spanning fewer than 12 hours, a once thriving 36-
Block business district in northern Tulsa lay smoldering--A 
model community destroyed, and a major African-American 
economic movement resoundingly defused. 
 
The night’s carnage left some 3,000 African Americans dead, 
and over 600 successful businesses lost. Among these were 
21 churches, 21 restaurants, 30 grocery stores and two movie 
theaters, plus a hospital, a bank, a post office, libraries, 
schools, law offices, a half dozen private airplanes and even a 
bus system. As could have been expected, the impetus behind 
it all was the infamous Ku Klux Klan, working in consort 
with ranking city officials, and many other sympathizers. 
 
If the issue of REPARATIONS is broken down into insular 
pockets of interest where the Afro-American has one agenda 
and the Caribbean people have another, and the Africans on 
the homeland have another, one should expect the Willie 
Lynch mind-set to exploit the situation. A good look at the 
continent of Africa today demonstrates how eagerly the Wil-
lie Lynch mind-set exploits differences. If Willie Lynch has 
his way again, REPARATIONS will be granted with a great 
show of outward magnanimity that will prove to be the big-
gest PR stunt of the ages. An end would be put once and for 
all on the complaints that U-rope did this and U-rope did that, 
but with insularity and mental slavery still rampant, Black 
people would find themselves in the same old hole as before, 
TOTALLY DEPENDENT ON THE WHITE WORLD OR-
DER.  
 
MYOPIC VISIONS will be exploited, and INSULARITY 
will be co-opted in the same way that present day MIS-
EDUCATION is being enlisted in the age-old business of 
COLLABORATIVE GENOCIDE. 
 
What is at stake is the future of Black peoples worldwide, 
and barring a serious intervention of BLACK CON-
SCIOUSNESS, that future is as dim as it could ever have 
been. What kind of future will the Black visionaries of this 
time hold out for the salvation of the race? All the TRUE 
VISIONARIES have already pointed to BLACK NATION-
ALISM as the only means towards ending the scourge of be-
ing Black and totally dependent in a white man’s world, and 
it should never be forgotten that racial harmony in the white 
man’s strongholds has always depended on Black obeisance 
and Black subservience. 

The only hope for the Black race lies in its ability to get its act 
together on the continent of Africa. Little island satellites and 
little minorities are already being jettisoned by the onward sweep 
of history.  
 
If the present agitation for Reparations is governed by a strong 
Black Nationalist commitment as it ought to be, priority will be 
given to establishing A POWERFUL BLACK HOME BASE as 
a means of securing the future of Blacks throughout the world. 
Greek thinking, U-ropean thinking, and insular thinking will 
have to give way to PAN-AFRICAN THINKING.  
It is only from this WISE base of Pan-African thinking that the 
proper areas of NEEDED DEVELOPMENT will be identified. 
NEEDS will be seen as the abolishment of every single relic of 
slavery and colonialism that serve to perpetuate current BLACK 
DEPENDENCY, BLACK SUBSERVIENCY, AND BLACK 
DEHUMANIZATION. 
 
To correct the slavery-inherited maladies, CONTROL AND 
OWNERSHIP must be restored to those that have been robbed 
and chained in dependency. As long as the Slaver still controls 
Black lands, Black resources, and the education process, he 
will continue to control BLACK LABOR AND BLACK 
MINDS. 
 
To negotiate and implement this vision of Black Resurrection, A 
PAN-AFRICAN INSTITUTION should be established com-
prised of people’s representatives from throughout the African 
Diaspora and the African homeland. Similar to how the UN is 
structured with many subsidiary organizations, this institution 
should stand as an integral part of the now embryonic UNITED 
STATES OF AFRICA. This will enable negotiations to proceed 
on a GOVERNMENT TO GOVERNMENT level which offers 
a much better chance of bringing about the long-term betterment 
of African peoples than would an individual arrangement. 
 
On a much broader level however, it must be recognized that this 
struggle for the long-term betterment of African peoples will 
prove to be a catalyst for change to the present global economic 
system. Further up the ladder of CONSCIOUSNESS, the ques-
tion will have to arise, What are the chances of turning a vam-
pire into a vegetarian? Can the proposed betterment of African 
peoples be achieved while the global economic system is struc-
tured on the same rapacious model as the plantation system?

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The answer to this question will show that for African peoples, 
the struggle to end racial discrimination will be very much 
linked to the struggle of all the world’s poor to end the funda-
mentally parasitic nature of global capitalism. That cherished 
brainchild of old pirates and slave masters who always valued 
profit above human life has now become a Frankenstein out of 
control, imperiling the continued existence of all life irrespec-
tive of race, class or creed. Even the very earth and its endan-
gered ecological system are now crying out because of the 
same economic policies that continue to put PROFIT first to 
the detriment of all life. 
 
The magnitude of the problem is so great that it is going to 
take more than just a political solution, more than just an eco-
nomic solution and more than just a religious solution and the 
solution will not drop out of the sky. The leadership of THE 
BLACK RESURRECTION will have to be of a quality that is 
seldom seen in today’s human market place where the price 
of a man’s soul has dropped so very cheap. Let the struggle 
for REPARATIONS become a uniting force that crystal-
lizes the consciousness of AFRICAN NATIONHOOD. AF-
RICA AWAITS HER CREATORS.

To date, no such issues have been resolved, and one 
of the most important questions that continues to arise is, 
why? If we only deal with the mystic vibrations of the 
movement such as growing dreadlocks, the use of ganja 
as sacrament and the preaching of One Love, then we are 
neglecting to effectively deal with the economic and po-
litical development of the Rastafari Nation. We are more 
or less dealing solely with spirituality while not address-
ing the issues of racism, insufficient or nonexistent health 
care and overflowing poverty that exists in our communi-
ties. 
 
If we are only striving for the development of our spiritu-
ality we will most certainly end up on the “dung heap” of 
religion, like so many of the “new houses of Rastafari” 
who are spreading their message of revised Christianity 
in a continued effort to divert attention away from the 
economic and political development of our people. 
 
Marcus Garvey, being a prophet of Rastafari, was very 
political in his approach to African development in the 
Diaspora. He represented the social development of Afri-
can people globally. Yet he did so while holding on to his 
belief in God.  
 
The rise of Pan-Africanism during the 20th century gave 
birth to the social and political movements toward the de-
velopment of African peoples. As we moved to separate 
ourselves from the Eurocentric mindset, we began to re-
place it with that perspective of Africa and its global 
presence befitting to us. The contributions to the world 
by Africans of the past became visible and we were made 
aware of the African social, economic and political con-
tributions that are the original blueprint of the civilized 
world. 
 
The Rastafari Nation needs to have representation on the 
world’s political stage. In today’s highly developed infor-
mation arena, we must not reject our involvement in po-
litical and social uprisings for better living conditions. 
These are all political actions that need representing 
properly by politically aware and active Rastafari people.

Representation: 
Political representation of Rastafari People within the 
halls of the world’s governments is imperative in the de-
velopment of the Rastafari Nation as a sovereign entity.

His Imperial Majesty Haile Selassie I of Ethiopia, as a 
Leader and Statesman was very political in his approach 
to the development of Ethiopia and its people. While he 
stressed the need for education, he also stressed the need 
for political and economic development of the African 
continent as a whole. He traveled throughout the Dias-
pora and urged the displaced Africans to prepare strate-
gic, organizational plans for the development of Africa. 
As a subsequent result, the Shashamane Land Grant of 
1948 was born.

FF : Why was HSI formed? 
 
Sister Issa : “Haile Sisters International (http://groups.msn.com/hailesistersinternational/) was formed because I was 
told to do it. I heard HIM speak to me and tell I to do this, to bring the sistren together. My initial reaction was “No, I 
can’t!” And I received the message that I didn’t have to be a leader. I didn’t have to take control or guide anyone; that 
if I provided the outlet, the sistren would empower themselves and that is really what happened really and truly. The 
sistren have built HSI to what it is today.” 
 
FF: How long has HSI been in existence?  
 
Sister Issa: “Almost 4 years coming in September of 06” 
 
FF: How many members does HSI have currently?  
 
Sister Issa: “Over 700 and counting!” 
 
FF: Does HSI function offline?  
 
Sister Issa: “Not yet. It is something I would like, however. I have thought about creating other groups outside of the 
forum and having annual meetings, but it is sometimes difficult to get something like that off the ground. HSI is more 
aimed at encouraging sistren to do organize in their own communities. I never wanted to be the” leader” necessarily. I 
wanted the sistren to step up and take the lead; start their own projects and fulfill their aspirations to help others. The 
only way we will be successful at obtaining our goal is to work together, Jah is the true leader”

FF: Are there any other organizations HSI is directly involved with?  
 
Sister Issa : “Not as a whole. Individual members are encouraged to support or even set up separate individual 
causes. I personally support The Jamaican Rastafarian Development Community (JRDC). I have donated to different 
groups and at one time worked directly with an orphanage program. HSI itself as a whole has not been approached by 
any one group in particular to join up or support, though we are open to this. I would love for the mission of the web 
forum to come to fruition and have sistren collectively step up and do works to support some of the organizations that 
are out in the forefront.” 
 
FF: What was the main purpose of HSI when it first started?  
 
Sister Issa : “The main purpose of HSI was to bring Rastafari sistren together, as is listed on the main page within 
the mission statement. I wanted to create a safe haven for women. For a long time, I didn’t have an elder woman to 
re-birth me and offer me guidance in my trod. I wanted to be able to make that happen for other sistren. I try to do 
more of a hands-off moderating with the board so that sistren can find the light within them selves. No one can really 
tell you what the truth is, so to speak, I think the truth just is and each person needs to find it for themselves. Often 
that comes by reasoning and learning with others. The forum is really fulfilling its purpose of bringing one and ones 
together and sharing. I have really learned a lot and seen some really beautiful things happen from the board.” 
 
FF: Has that purpose changed at all?  
 
Sister Issa : “The purpose itself has not changed. At times, though, other goals have taken the forefront. We devel-
oped a book club for a short time. That was nice because it really brought some of the sistren together and gave us the 
opportunity to reason more on personal levels. We tried a traveling journal over a year ago. But the journal has since 
been missing. (smiling)”  
 
FF: Have other organizations been started as a result of HSI influences?  
 
Sister Issa : “In my own opinion, yes. I think other organizations or web-groups have been started as a result of peo-
ple who initially met on HSI; whether it be Bible study groups, home-schooling groups, newsletters or other women-
centered groups.” 
 
FF: Is HSI strictly a women’s forum?  
 
Sister Issa : “Not necessarily. We do not discourage men from being a part of it, but 99% of the reasonings do come 
from the sistren. We don’t stop men from reasoning but we ask the bredren to limit some of their comments because 
it is a sistren’s site. We have a section called, “King’s Reasonings” which is an area where the bredren may contrib-
ute. But it isn’t very active much anymore. I think we have gained the respect of having our own space and I really 
give thanks to the bredren for overstanding that. It’s not a “Woman’s Lib” vibrations were putting out there, but sim-
ply that we as sistren just need to hold a vibes.”

FF: Do the I feel as though this organization has been an inspiration for others to speak out where usually 
they might not?  
 
Sister Issa : “Yes – definitely. I do feel as if it has been an inspiration. Certainly it has been an inspiration in my 
own life. It has been a help to me to get through some difficult times in my personal life by allowing me to receive 
encouragement and strength when normally I would not have confided in others. This has a lot to do with the main 
purpose of the site. Being that all the sistren on the site are from different parts of the world, it has made it possible 
for them to meet each other for the first time or relocate each other as well as sharing”. 
 
FF: How much impact has it had on your life?  
 
Sister Issa : “A huge impact! There is not a day I don’t think about the board. There are times when I don’t comment because 
I want everyone else to talk. I don’t want to be the most dominant voice on the board. The sistren run the board and make it 
what it is, yet I feel a great sense of responsibility to each person on the board as far as their concerns, their feelings and life. 
This board was really conceived for one and ones to overstand and realize their true potentials, callings and so on and also to 
come together and strengthen each other. Honestly, everything thing in life has to do with how you choose to perceive it and 
from there, what you choose to do with it. “ 
 
FF: Where would you like to see the forum in 5 years?  
 
Sister Issa : “I would like to see it function offline. I would really like to do more organizing off the board and leave the web 
alone, perhaps have a next sistren run it. I would love to see HSI form mini-groups and be able to strongly support the official 
organizations and projects that are out there, such as Trinidad & Tobago Rastafari United (TTRU).” 
 
FF: Issa, I know you have been working on your music career and recently it has really taken off. Is there 
any information you would like to share with InI readers?  
 
Sister Issa : “I am a part of a musical group called, “Sister Moy and the Fiyahlites.” You can listen to us at www.myspace.
com/sistamoythefiyahlites We are just 3 sistren out to do the King’s work. We have become really good friends and this has 
been such a great addition to my life. We will soon be doing 2 shows in Orlando and have been in the studio working on a new 
album. I was on the Millennium Band record (Freddie McGregor’s backing band) and will be doing backing vocals and har-
mony for Latty Gouzang, whose album is due out in March, 2006. I have also worked with a couple of local groups It’s been a 
big blessing and Jah is just opening doors all over the place. I just attended the Bob Marley Day festivals in California and 
made so really nice contacts that I hope will prove fruitful in the future. I’m working on my own material outside the group as 
well. That is going slow, but when I free up a bit between college and other projects, I will be able to do more.” 
 
FF: Is there anything else you would like to share?  
 
Sister Issa : “I give thanks for everyone that is out there doing something positive. I have a lot of respect for the elders who 
have been trodding for many years because it’s not easy and respect to the people who have created web groups and groups that 
are helping to better the movement itself and dedicate their time to it because it is difficult. There are a lot of great groups out 
there who deserve a large up and much respect. I give thanks for all the sistren who come to my board and reason and I just 
want to encourage one and ones to do what is good and right in the fathers’ sight and remember that all of we are one people. 
The same Rastafari people on the same mission. We shouldn’t allow our differences to divide us, but allow our differences to 
be the learning tool to love each other and come together for the common cause because this is what our King and God wants us 
to do. Life is short, time is short. Petty differences have kept too many from obtaining their dreams and aspirations. I just want 
to encourage the sistren to keep up all the positive vibes and keep their goals in sight. Thank you to TTRU for 
your support and what your doing in the Rastafari community!
