Aside from the wide-spread political ignorance that
governed the people, there was also another factor that
always made them cautious about their demands. They
were quite aware of the long history of THE TER-
RORISTS and their capacity for becoming BEASTS.

Thaddeus Stevens, a white Republi-
can, was not too blind to recognize that Reparations
was the only just policy after enslaving arace for so
many centuries, but the conscience of the dave holding
nations was not susceptible to the bidding of such no-
bleideals. Asthey are accustomed to do when their
clients have lots of money, "LEGAL MINDS" used
their tricks successfully to keep the case out of the
court house, so that it was eventually confined to the
rubbish heap of history and the garbage bin of forget-
fulness. Unfortunately, throughout the history of The
White World Order, the majority opinion has never
been of the Thaddeus Stevens sort, and so, every effort
has been made to delay the case for Black Reparations
until the day when the excuse can now be offered that
it has become an irrelevant issue because "TOO

If thislesson istaken as an example of what can be
achieved by delaying the legal process, the criminal
spirit is bound to be emboldened by the surety of such
de-facto exoneration.

But this has serious consequencesin terms of the NON-

"CRIME DOES INDEED PAY." What a contradiction
for a people who profess to be anti-terrorists, a people
who professto be defenders of "freedom and demaoc-
racy" and "law and order," and upholders of "values."

The true principles of justice demand that as long as it
can be shown that there are beneficiaries of the crime,
there must be compensation for the crime, and thisis not
avery hard task. In the "developed" Euro-American na
tions of today which were founded on robbery and slav-
ery, every single advantage that is enjoyed over those
peoples who were dispossessed and endaved, isan
advantage gained from such history. Whether it be the
physical infrastructure of the nation, the advanced eco-
nomic level of the nation or the advanced social services
of the nation, they are al benefits which are enjoyed by
the inhabitants of such developed nations because of the
labors of millions of daves and underpaid laborers FOR
CENTURIES. Not only is their present "first-world"
status a benefit that is derived from having slave labor in
the formative stages of their economic devel opment, but
such "first-world" economies have a so benefited from
centuries of draining the natural resources of the world's
NON-WHITE peoples.

To put it in anut-shell, aslong as oneis sheltered in the
house that daves built, one is benefiting from slave la-
bor. The only way to escape this truth isto minimize the
contribution of slave labor or to erase and distort history
completely. Thisisthe main reason why European his-
tory books describe ROBBERS as discoverers, and the
victimized people as "savages', "cannibals' and
"heathens."

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Boboshanti livity is of ancient times, thisis because we
Boboshanti come to show Christ that we believe in him
through the works of Moses. Some people in this world
would say how they can't live the life because it hard, but it
has nothing to do with how hard it is because we should all
know in the end our blessing would be most great & reward-
ing. How good and pleasant it would be to dwell in the most
secret places of The Most High together, forever.

The Boboshanti Tabernacle (Church) in Trinidad is located
in St.Joseph, Wharf Trace. Anyone is welcome to the Taber-
nacle once you are willing to abide by their rules and order.
Most of the laws concerning the Tabernacle are found in the
bible in the book of Leviticus. Also when you cometo the
camp you can't wear white over black or have your hair in a
rubber band or anything like that. When one enters the camp
he or she must face East and say a pray out loud, all
Boboshanti pray towards the East at 6 am in the morning, 12
in the afternoon and at 6 again in the evening everyday. At
the tabernacle the praying starts 30mins earlier since it in-
cludes drumming and chanting, you cannot enter into the
tabernacle without removing all material things from your
pockets, like money, jewelry. On the camp food is prepared
everyday to feed those living on the camp and those visiting,
everything on the camp is free. The Sabbath is on Saturdays
but starts on Friday 6pm and ends on Saturday 6pm, the rea-
son it starts from Friday is because you have to prepare
yourself spiritually for it and also because we follow Ethio-
pian calendars which says the Sabbath is on Saturdays.
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During the Sabbath no work isto be done
or money to be spent. On afirst Sabbath al
Boboshanti fast from 12am Saturday till
6pm Saturday, the first Sabbath isthe first
Sabbath of each month. On a Sabbath we
dressin al white, from our turban to robe.
The turban and robe also comes from the
old testament, the Boboshanti order isan
order of Priesthood and thisis how it wasin
the old testament, the Priests wore turbans
and robes, most Boboshanti only wear the
robe or al white clothes on the Sabbath, if
someone was new and was |learning about
the culture for him to earn histurban and
become part of the church, he/she would
have to show the Priests that he/she has
gained the respect and honor, the under-
standing, knowledge and wisdom of the
Boboshanti culture so that he/she would be
granted to wear the turban. Empresses don't
wear turbans though, they wear along scarf
over their locks to cover them from the
public. To become aPriest in the church
you have to prove to the High Priests that
you are dedicated to the church and are
willing to serve the church forever, if you
are not a Priest you are a Prophet, the dif-
ference isthat, the Priest carry out the du-
ties around the dtar, and the prays at the
time, the Prophets are the ones who would
reason and talk with you, the Priest also
does this, you can become a Priest anytime
once you can dedicate yourself to the
church.

Kambon: Blair needs to apologise for slavery
Tuesday, November 28th 2006

The Emancipation Support Committee has dismissed British
Prime Minister Tony Blair's regret over his country'srolein
African davery.

A BBC report yesterday stated that Blair had voiced his "deep
sorrow" over Britain'srole in the dlave trade which helped Brit-
ain to become one of the world's greatest powersin the 17th
and 18th centuries.

Chairman of the ESC, Khafra Kambon, yesterday said that
Blair was yet to actually apologise and even if he did, it would
not silence calls for reparations by the descendants of slaves.

"I think that Tony Blair has yet to apologise and he needs to do
s0," Kambon said. "An apology needs to come from the gov-
ernment of Britain and every other government that partici-
pated and has not yet apologised-in a serious manner.

" Perhaps we should look at the work of the late Dr Eric Wil-
liams, Capitalism and Slavery, which emphasised the extent to
which current British wealth really came from the slavery
trade. That was the key to their industrialisation, the entire bal-
ance of wealth and power was turned around in their favour."

Kambon said the benefits of slavery were still being enjoyed
today by the then-dlavemasters.

"We are talking about a crime where those who committed that
crime are still reaping the benefits and those who were the vic-

tims are still suffering,” he said, adding that Guyanese historian
Joseph Inikori's book, The Chaining of a Continent, was an ex-
cellent reference on the subject.

Identifying the problems plaguing Ras Tafari houses at the
present timeis an exercise which | think has been skillfully
done by all Ras Tafari sons and daughters. | therefore offer
only my perspective and iverstanding of the issue. My
brothers and sisters, please iverstand my bluntness. | intend
no offence to anyone.

As plentiful asthey seem, the problems plaguing Ras Tafari
houses at the present time are summed up in one word; ig-
norance - lack of knowledge. It is written in the Bible that
the lord said; “my people perish because of lack of knowl-
edge’. To my eyes, it isan obvious truth.

Sisters and brothers, | invite Inl reflections on and observa-
tion of some of the manifestations of ignorance, which con-
gtitute Inl problems. | assert that al of Inl problems began
with Inl elders. Succeeding generations have only galva-
nized and complicated the problems.

Problems

Selfish misinterpretation of Bible passages. Example: In my
father’ s house are many mansions. Instead of cooperating
with the central authority of Leonard Howell, Brother Na-
thaniel Hibbert and other early leaders formed their own
mansions.
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Church versus State: Disregarding the biblical dec-
laration that the government shall be upon His
shoulders, thereby making it evident that the gov-
ernment is the highest institution of any collective
community, early churchical priests like Reverend
Claudius Henry, Prince Emanuel Edwards, Ras Bo-
anerges and others formed their own congregations
while despising the governmental system and au-
thority of Brother Leonard Howell.

Saturday versus other named days as Sabbath: Be-
cause most of Inl early leaders were of a Judeo-
Chrigtian upbringing, they perpetuated the Sabbath
day confusion while ignoring Jesus' clarification
that man was not made for the day.

Man versus Woman: Again, because of Judeo-
Christian indoctrinations, Inl elders embraced and
perpetuated the mad concept of man superior and
woman inferior.

Also that aman locks is his crown and that woman
locksis her tail to be hidden.

Elders versus Y ouths: Ignoring life' sreality that
generations come and generations go. Ones are
conceived, born, live, grow old and dig; Inl elders
have created a confrontational situation with their
youths; being arrogant in their assumption that the
elders are the exclusive authority of the family. In
not submitting to the relay cycle of life. Inl elders
are reluctant to enthusiastically pass on the baton to
their youths and cheer them on.

Repatriation versus Liberation: Repatriation now
has long been a slogan among Inl asif its utterance
will make it happen miraculoudly. Inl have been
ignoring the liberation aspect of repatriation, which
involves mental, cultural, technical and economic
preparation.
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Theteachings of His Magjesty versus personal sentiments
and opinions: His Imperia Mg esty Emperor Haile
Selassie | has given clear instructions on every issue that
confronts Inl. Instead of applying Inl selvesto the teach-
ings of His Mgjesty, Inl have preferred to pursue per-
sonal beliefs and opinionsto Inl detriment.

Ras Tafari sons and daughters, it is good to identify the

problems confronting Inl but it is much better to be able
to solve them. | suggest that it is the responsihility of the
evolving generation and its leaders to resolutely rectify
the existing problems. To do so effectively, demands a
new attitude towards each other and Inl prevailing situa-
tion. Inl have begun to recognize the need for appropri-
ate leaders and strategies. Let usidentify Inl competent
leaders with vision and empower and cooperate with
them. Train those with potential. Inl must demonstrate
Inl awareness that to organize and centralizeis Inl only
assurance to collective security and prosperity. Inl must
employ new ideas and strategies to Inl organizationa
and developmental challenges. All of the problems
plaguing Ras Tafari houses at the present time are rela-
tively simple and minor.

In an attempt to link Biblical and historical factsto Haile Selassie 1 ,Ras Sasse presented a copy of a canvas
portrait of the 330 AD picture of Christ from which al existing portrait were based. This canvas portrait
was named the Pantocrator by the Greeks ,meaning the all sovereign ruler of all When comparing this por-
trait with atrue picture of Haile Selassie very little difference was observed .

Anxious Rastafari families now quickly moved into
position around the fire key as the High Priest Bongo
George Irons chanted the first psalm, he was accom-
panied by Bongo Issacs, Bongo Zato,Bongo Leo, Ma
Ashanti Mama Fiya Ras Y anka who repeater their in-
dividua psalm Having completed these activity joy-
ous flames arose a ong with Ingelic voices, chanting a
wide variety of chants of regjoicing “Jah isfor | Binghi
man say Jah isfor | who can be against | Who? so tell
I Who can be against |? Who?”

“The King of Tarshish and of the Isles shall bring pre-
sents The King of Sheba and Seba shall offer gifts
Yeah, al Kings shall fall down before HIM All Na-
tions shall serve HIM.”

With the focus now on information sharing discussion
was held among the Rastafari families and the Uni-
versity students,

Having sealed that session the unceasing chanting
ushered in the dawn of 2nd November 2006 Rasses
robed in white decorated in the tri-color Red Gold
and Green while others robed in khaki and African
suits made their way quickly into the tabernacle

The High Priest now offered prayers of guidance and
thanks giving . The chant.” Crown him”, now echoed
filling the crowded space.

“All hail to the power of Negus Name Let Ingels
prostrate fall Bring forth the royal diadem and crown

As this solemn chant arose Bongo Manie swung his
incense pot while walking around slowly in remem-
brance of that wonderful day

Thefirst narrator Ras Christie commenced with a
reading from the souvenir news letter (other narrators
were IstaJ, Ras FlakoTafari, Ras Gego Tafari and
Ras Sasse)
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Ras Ista J continued the narration by reading Psalm
101, the same was repeated by the Rasses “1 will sing
of mercy and judgment, unto thee, O lord will | sing. |
will behave my self wisely in a perfect way” Psalm
122 and 45; vs 3 were also read in asimilar manner.

The 44th Psalm chant written by Ras Ivi was then
swung in melodious voices which set the stage for the
presentation of the following gifts (1) 10 ounces of
pure gold ---High Priest George Irons (2) The sword of
Salomon ---Bongo Zato (3)The Orb ---Bongo Y oung
full (4)Thering ---Bongo Leo (6)The Lances ---Bongo
Manie and Bongo Joe.

There was a pause after which psalm 44 was again chanted
